7.4  Any delay in arriving at a TC will entail a penalty of 10 (ten) points for each whole
minute. A total lateness of more than 30 minutes in each leg will entail a penalty
of exclusion from the event.

¢ The crew will not incur any penalty for checking in before time if the vehicle
enters the control zone during the target check-in minute or the minute
preceding it.

¢ The crew will not incur any penalty for lateness if the act of handing the card
to the post Marshal takes place during the target check-in minute.
